​FLAG JUMPER CLEANING INSTRUCTIONS
WITH FRONT LOAD WASHER PER CHAR CONN – 2008

DO NOT DRY CLEAN FLAG UNIFORM
1. Turn all uniforms inside out and re-zip the zippers.   Stack in piles of four.

2. If some of the collars are especially soiled from makeup, use a wet washcloth with a bit of woolite and gently rub.   This usually cleans up easily.

3. Put 4 uniforms in at a time in the washer (zipped up and inside out).   Use the delicate/gentle cycle which is always cold water. 
4. Some machines have the ability to override the spin and use gentle spin, but it is not necessary.   These machines are so gentle that even the full spin cycle takes most of the water out of the uniforms gently and easily dries.
5. Use 1/4 cup woolite for 4 uniforms, but also added 1/4 of washing machine baking soda which eliminated any perspiration odor (baking soda is only if needed – adjust amount of detergent used by number of uniforms being washed).   The woolite and baking soda are put into the machine when you turn it on at the beginning of the wash.  (Baking soda idea  compliments of Pam Hughes).    Just a few of the uniforms  needed to be washed twice with baking soda.
6. The gentle cycle was about 35 minutes and I would then immediately take the uniforms out, turn them right side out and hang them on their hangers with the finger loop around the hanger hook.  Again, since most of the water was wrung out by the machine, the uniforms were minimally damp and dried quickly.   
7. Hung the uniforms off a plate rack that goes around my kitchen ceiling so they didn’t drag on the ground and had a lot of room for air to circulate.   (they dried completely in a few hours).
Suggestions:   If the garment bags have an odor mid season, it may help to wash those uniforms
            and the bags more frequently.
