FLAG TEAM UNIFORM POLICY –STORAGE AT SCHOOL

EACH STUDENT IS RESPONSIBLE FOR THE CARE AND MAINTENANCE OF HIS/HER UNIFORM:

1. Flag Uniform must be kept neat and clean at all times.  FLAG UNIFORMS SHOULD NOT BE DRY CLEANED, WASHING INSTRUCTIONS ARE ON SIMB WEBSITE under Committee, then Marching Band Uniforms, then Flag Uniforms, (front load and top load instructions are listed).  
2. Store uniform neatly on your assigned numbered hanger in your assigned numbered garment bag in the correct area of the uniform room.  Damp uniforms must be hung on a hanger and allowed to air dry and will have to be taken home and returned to the uniform room when dry. When uniform is taken home, DO NOT LEAVE IN CAR OR TRUNK.  Damp uniforms will mold if not hung outside of garment bag to air dry.  Uniforms taken home to dry or be washed  must be returned by the following Wednesday.

3. Flag Uniform can be shortened, DO NOT CUT MATERIAL.  It  must be hand sewn or tacked so stitching can be removed before turning uniform in at the end of the season.  DO NOT HEM BY MACHINE AND DO NOT HEM BY USING TAPE OF ANY KIND.

4. FLAG TEAM MEMBER’S/PARENTS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR WASHING UNIFORMS AS NEEDED DURING THE MARCHING SEASON.

5. Raincoats may be machine washed, if needed, on gentle cycle and hung to dry.  DO NOT PUT IN DRYER and  DO NOT dry clean.  Raincoats can be sprayed with Scotchguard to preserve waterproofing if needed.    Cleaning instructions are on SIMB website under Committees, then Marching Band Uniforms.  
6. Required flag shoes must be CLEAN AT ALL TIMES.  ‘Clorox Cleanup’ does a great job and works on the soles as well.   STUDENT’S NAME SHOULD BE MARKED ON THE INSIDE OF BOTH SHOES W/ PERMANENT MARKER.   No other shoe is acceptable.  
7. Should identification tags come loose or numbers fade out or lighten after dry-cleaning or washing, please notify uniform chairperson to have them remarked.

8. FLAG TEAM MEMBER’S/PARENTS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR WASHING UNIFORMS AT THE END OF THE MARCHING BAND SEASON.   Washed flag uniforms must be returned to school within three (3) weeks of the end of the season.   Cleaning instructions can be found on SIMB website under Committee, then Marching Band Uniforms, then Flag Uniforms (front load and top load washing instructions are listed).  ANY ALTERATIONS AND ITEMS IN GARMENT BAGS MUST BE REMOVED BY STUDENT.  LATE CHARGES WILL BE ASSESSED TO THE STUDENTS IF UNIFORMS ARE NOT RETURNED BY THE SPECIFIED DATE.
MOLD CLAUSE
IN THE EVENT ANY PART OF THE UNIFORM IS DAMAGED BY MOLD i.e. RAINCOAT, FLAG UNIFORM, FEES WILL BE ASSESSED TO COVER THE DAMAGE.   THE FEE RANGE IS $50 - $140, THE AMOUNT ASSESSED WILL BE DETERMINED BY COLLEEN BLADOS, UNIFORM CHAIRPERSON, AND DAVID HARBART, BAND DIRECTOR.
UNIFORM MUST BE WORN PROPERLY TO PROJECT A CLEAR VISUAL IMAGE ON THE FIELD:

1.  CLEAN WHITE FLAG GLOVES must be worn for every performance.
2. Unitard  must be worn under flag uniform at all times.

FAILURE TO MEET THE ABOVE STANDARDS WILL RESULT IN ONE OR MORE OF THE FOLLOWING:

1. Loss of third quarter privileges



3.  Loss or damage or  mold to uniform will result in assessed fees
2. Removal from performance



4.  Other consequences determined by  the band directors
