CLEANING INSTRUCTIONS
TOP LOAD WASHING MACHINE
DO NOT DRYCLEAN FLAG UNIFORM
To wash one uniform:

Treat neckline and cuffs with Shout Gel.  Turn garment inside out, zip up.   Wash on gentle cycle, cold water, cold rinse.   Add gentle detergent to water (Mrs. Hughes used Tide Simple Pleasures Water Lily and Jasmine, she has also used woolite), add garment along with several towels (for balance).   Also, throw in one Shout Color Catcher sheet.  Wash.   (You can also add ¾ to 1 cup of washing machine baking soda (depending on the need), which eliminated any perspiration odor.    Some uniforms might need to be washed twice with the baking soda.   
Put flag uniform and towels in dryer, put on fluff cycle (no heat) for 20 minutes.   Drape wet uniform over a drying rack – DO NOT HANG WHILE GARMENT IS WET.  When almost dry, turn uniform to the right side, hang on wooden hanger until dry.

Mrs. Hughes has washed up to 3 uniforms together – she still threw in at least one towel.   Do not wash more than 3 uniforms together.
